Listed in this appendix are specific rules that homeowners often have questions about.  The wording shown here has been taken directly from Exhibit "C" (Use Restrictions and Rules) of the amended Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Caney Creek Subdivision.  If any errors or typos are found, the CCRs always take precedence.  For a complete listing of the rules and restrictions, see Exhibit "C" and all appropriate amendments.

ANIMALS 
Other than a reasonable number of dogs, cats, and other usual and common household pets, raising, breeding, or keeping of animals of any kind is prohibited.  Pets which are permitted to roam free, or, in the Board's sole discretion, make objectionable noise, endanger the health or safety of, or constitute a nuisance or inconvenience to the occupants of other Units shall be removed upon request of the Board.  If the pet owner fails to honor such a request, the Board may remove the pet.  Dogs shall be kept on a leash whenever outside the dwelling.  Pet owners are required to clean up after pets.  Pets shall be registered, licensed, and inoculated as required by law.  Failure to comply with these restrictions will result in fines as provided for in the Caney Creek HOA By-Laws.

BUSINESS

An Owner or occupant residing in a Unit may conduct business activities within the structure located on the Unit so long as: (i) the existence or operation of the business activity is not apparent or detectable by sight, sound, or smell from outside the Unit; (ii) the business activity conforms to all zoning requirements for the Community;  (iii) the business activity does not involve excessive visitation of the Unit by clients, customers, suppliers, or other business invitees or door-to-door solicitation of residents of the Community;  and (iv) the business activity is consistent with the residential character of the community and does not constitute a nuisance, or a hazardous or offensive use, or threaten the security or safety of other residents of the Community, as may be determined by the sole discretion of the Board, regardless of whether: (i) such activity is engaged in full or part-time, (ii) such activity is intended to or does generate a profit, or (iii) a license if required.  

FENCES
This is a lengthy section.  For a complete listing of the fencing rules, see the Amendments to Exhibit "C" of the CCRs.
FLAGS

Flags shall be attached to a flagpole attached to the residence on a Lot, and any flagpole attached to a residence shall not extend more than six (6) feet.  Freestanding flagpoles shall not be permitted in the Community, unless installed by the Declarant.  Approval by the ARC to display a national flag in compliance with this provision shall not be required, and decorative flags, including university and college flags, displayed for less than three consecutive days shall not require ARC approval.  Decorative flags, including university and college flags, displayed for three or more consecutive days shall require ARC approval.  The ARC may also approve small decorative garden flags which are not required to be attached to the residence.
GARBAGE CANS
Other than for routine collection and pickup, the placement or storage of garbage cans, garbage bins, trash bags, lawn debris bags, and the like (collectively referred to herein as "garbage cans" is prohibited in driveways and all portions of the front yard of a Lot, which is hereby defined as that portion of the Lot located between the street and the front building line of the residence located on the Lot which shall be extended from the residence to the side property lines of the Lot.  Owners should use reasonable efforts to place and store garbage cans in the garage, the rear of the residence, or along the side of a residence.  Owners should use reasonable efforts to screen garbage cans (e.g. with shrubbery).  Any structure constructed or placed for the screening of garbage cans must be approved by the ARC.

HOLIDAY DECORATIONS AND LIGHTS
Holiday decorations and lights may be displayed no more than thirty (30) days prior to the holiday for which they are intended and shall be removed within fifteen (15) days of such holiday; provided, however, holiday decorations and lights may by displayed during the period beginning one week prior to Thanksgiving and ending on January 15 of the next calendar year.

PARKING (INCLUDING TRAILERS AND EQUIPMENT)
NOTE: THIS IS A PARTIAL LISTING.  The following restrictions shall apply to all Owners, occupants, invitees and guest: (Construction, service, and delivery vehicles shall be exempt from this provision during daylight hours for such period of time as is reasonably necessary to provide service or to make a delivery to a Unit of the Common Areas);

(i)   Parking of any vehicle on streets or thoroughfares within the Community;

(ii)  Parking of commercial vehicles or equipment, mobile homes, recreational vehicles, ATVs, boats or other watercraft, trailers, stored vehicles or inoperable vehicles in places other than enclosed garages is prohibited.

(iii)  Any vehicle, boat, motorhome, trailer, or recreational vehicle, left upon any portion of the Common Area or within the public rights-of-way within the Community for longer than forty-eight (48) consecutive hours is subject to removal without further notice.  The costs of such removal shall be an assessment against the Owner of the same;

YARD ART
Yard art, statues, plastic animals, gnomes, gargoyles, bird baths, sculptures of any kind, and the like are prohibited in the front yard of a Lot, which is defined as that portion of the Lot located between the street and the front building line of the residence located on the Lot which shall be extended from the residence to the side property lines of the Lot.  Notwithstanding the above, benches shall be permitted in the front yard, but must first be approved by the ARC.
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
